Discussion items: 
1. The committee selected Council member Nunn as its chair. 
2. The committee discussed our existing Fats, Oils and Grease (FOG) code language. While we have what we 

need to begin enforcement for noncompliance, we will proceed with an assessment of all existing 
installations to determine whether any interim steps may be needed. 

3. The committee was requested to appropriate funds for sidewalks on S. Main Street from Planing Mill to Mary 
Ball Rd. sidewalks: ($57 \lineal ft. x 1008 ft.) $57,456. The funds would be sourced from the Capital 
Improvement Plan line item for Sidewalks. 

4. The committee entered into Closed Session as allowed by FOIA 2.2-3711(A) Para (3) to discuss or consider the 
acquisition of real property for a public purpose, or of the disposition of publicly held real property. Town 
Manager Saunders made a statement certifying that in the Closed Session which just concluded that nothing 
was discussed except the matter or matters (1) specifically identified in the reason to convene in Closed 
Session and (2) lawfully permitted to be discussed under the provisions of the Virginia Freedom of 
Information Act cited in that reason.
