Notes on Discussions:

1. TM Saunders reported that the Town came through Hurricane Irene in excellent condition and
he thanked the Public Works staff in particular for their thorough preparations and quick
response to problems. The committee discussed the Town’s storm response and agreed that
several businesses and organizations had gone above and beyond in their service to the
community . In recognition thereof the Committee agreed to recommend that Council issue a
resolution of appreciation and commendation to those groups.

2. Saunders advised the committee that his talks with a firm that would be interested in putting on
a fireworks show for the Town for July 4, 2012 have been disappointing, with minimum costs
well above $10,000. He is still waiting for a quote from VML Insurance for a liability rider if the
Town decides to do the show without hiring a full-service contractor. Saunders said he will
continue to investigate the possibilities but is not optimistic that he’ll be able to develop a
proposal that Council can support, given the expense and the difficulty in identifying a site that
will meet the new federal guidelines.

3. Marshall Sebra joined the meeting to present bid results from the Town’s recent RFP for work to
make the entrance to the Baylor Park Nature Trail compliant with VDOT’s requirements. After
some discussion the Committee agreed to recommend award of the contract to Ransone’s
Nursery and Maintenance for

4. The Committee discussed the difficulty in maintaining any shrubs or woody plants in the Main
Street median islands in light of the repeated roll-overs by large agricultural equipment that has
no choice but to pass through town. After some discussion it was agreed to replace all of the
plants currently in the islands with pansies this Fall and some bright annuals next Spring to
maximize the visual impact and to help mitigate the effects of traffic damage. Staff will develop
a plan and submit it to the Committee in October.

5. Saunders advised that the schedule for paving E. Church Street keeps changing but will be soon.
